And you can understand our confusion, for
Sandy is the woman who can move mountains to make things happen and, she
does it always “for the bunns.” Sandy is a non-stop problem solver who won't let
anything stop her from achieving her goal to help needful rabbits on the Western
slope in any way she can.

At first, working through the Broomfield facility, Sandy made monthly visits down

from the mountains to pitch in with whatever needed doing. Many Tuesday

afternoons Sandy carted bunnies outdoors to the runs for exercise and then

returned them to their crates later that day. During the bunnies’ fun time, you

could have found Sandy on a step-stool dusting pipes, shelves, and other

assorted bunny-dander collectors.

Acupuncture has been practiced as a form of metteaiment for over 3,000 years. It is
believed to have originated in China as a bloodigtiechnique for the treatment of
numerous ailments. In fact, one man (called theviae) tattooed himself in all the places
he found beneficially receptive for whatever comithe was suffering from at the time.
His body was our first record of what we now callipuncture “points.” Points are precise
anatomical locations where blood vessels, tendm@nents, muscles, bones, and
connective tissue converge with nerves throughwibbdy. Acupuncture has previously
been described as energy traveling in invisibledinalled meridians. With the benefit of
current scientific technology and knowledge, we rkmww these points are specifically
connected by the nervous system in channels, uisilte meridians.

“Since acupuncture works through neuromodulatiod &ecause structure and function are so
intimately related, precise neuromodulation depemasnatomically accurate point location.”

Acupuncture is the process of inserting very thtarile needles into the skin at these points.skimulation and
manipulation of the needle on the nerve sendsrakig the brain, which travels from the nerve tigio the
spinal cord. This signal communicates with varimyls of the brain to cause a release of chemidadtances
including endorphins and enkephalins. The needlertion is usually painless. Some patients mayae@itch
or a twinge (like hitting your funny bone, but muelss painful) at a point that is sensitive. Theppse of
acupuncture is to encourage the brain to help dlly Bchieve a healthier and more balanced stdtegca
homeostasis.

Homeostasis is primarily affected by our involugtaervous system, which has two branches: the syrapa
(fight or flight) and the parasympathetic (rest amgest). Rabbits by nature are overloaded withpatimetic
stimulation. It is common knowledge of veteran iialgbhardians that they need positive influencedigestion to
help prevent and treat stasis.

Acupuncture can be used for a variety of conditionmsbbits including arthritis, Gl stasis, diarah@eurologic
imbalances (including seizures), infections, eysbfams, pain management, kidney or bladder ailments
respiratory conditions, and circulatory insufficbegs. Rabbits are typically very good respondectgpuncture.
They don't tolerate needles being in place too |Jaagthe sessions are usually quick and non-stilessf

Legally, only a licensed veterinarian certifiedaageterinary acupuncturist should perform acupuectu
treatments. The American Academy of Veterinary MaddAcupuncture (CO State University,
www.scienceofacupuncture.cpnthe Chi Instituteyww.tcvm.con), and the International Veterinary
Acupuncture Societyfww.ivas.org annually train and certify licensed veterinariaf\supuncture is typically
integrated with Western veterinary medicine as pa# thorough treatment plan based on an accdiaggmosis.
